Address on the State of the Nation to the Legislative, Executive and Judicial Council of Tribal Chieftains and to the Citizens of the Native American Tribal Republic of Timucua

Greetings Ladies, Gentlemen, and Fellow Countrymen,

As many of you living in the borders of the Republic have been cruelly made aware of by the effects of the Great Recession, our nation has been suffering tremendous unemployment issues. While this is not limited to our republic, it has been the duty of this government since our independence to provide for as much as our limited resources will allow for the benefit of our people in all areas of life. While we are a people that are known for our self sufficiency as individuals, there are times that it helps to have a hand up to get back onto our feet economically. Therefore, we have introduced programs that are designed to assist with this.

Saturiwa Palatka will be heading our new Office of Tribal Employment Coordination in order to assist you in finding ways to find work both with your own businesses and within the barter and scrip economy we have been building in our nation. One of the new major programs that we will be focusing on is that of freelance writing for those of our citizens who are skilled in the areas of language arts. The Office of Tribal Employment Coordination will make available upon request a condensed e-mail pamphlet that will outline ways to get a freelance writing service started for yourself to allow individuals to create significant employment for themselves and their families. 

In addition to this we are starting a program teaching tailoring skills and home repair and construction skills that will allow our people to start craft and repair services to provide themselves with employment. We will coordinate with our contacts both inside and outside of the Republic to provide our citizens contacts for people needing these services as we are made aware of these needs. Also we will be working with our citizens to teach marketing skills for their services to allow them to have the skills needed to stand alone and promote their businesses.  These programs also are being coordinated by the Office of Tribal Employment Coordination.

In addition to this we have been working on creating regulations and uniform patterns for our Timucua Defense Forces. We should soon have these completed and implemented in the active and auxiliary forces of the Timucua Defense Forces. On a note of bad news many of you are aware of the fire that  unfortunately and unexpectedly destroyed our sailing cutter of the Timucua Coast Guard. The brave members of our Timucua Coast Guard though continue to perform their duties with a return to the use of inflatable vessels for the patrols of our waterways. We will be in 2011 looking at the funding and construction of a new ship for the Timucua Coast Guard. We hope that this new vessel will be able to be completely constructed with no problems. 

On other fronts we are continuing in the CSRI to work to implement our currency scrip further into the economy. We are aware as many of you are at the expanding use of the currency scrip in the Timucua economy. We are glad to see this and encourage you all to continue using the currency scrip in our economy. Remember that every dollar we spend in our currency scrip in the economy we are seeing our resources stay within the nation and being used to help rebuild our own economy and not that of global multinational corporations and the economy of the USA. While we maintain friendly terms with the USA remember we must look out for ourselves. That is what they are doing and they have no direct interests in the state of our national economy while each of our citizens benefits from the stability that comes from a personal business or employment opportunity that is imbedded in our national economy. A vibrant Timucuan economy means that not only will our government have greater resources but each of our citizens has a fallback position should things in each of our own individual relations with the USA economy fail to provide the resources we each need.

Overall this year has proven in our second year of independence to be just as challenging as our first year was if not more so with the double dip recession we have experienced. We continue to see technological developments abound however. We have introduced working plans that have been made available to those interested in a number of solar appliances that will assist in our daily lives. We continue to work with our solar power companies to create ways to increase solar power output from solar generators. We have seen our latest technological advances provide 15% improvements in the overall output of solar power collection.  We will continue these efforts as the next year progresses. While our university and academy are not yet fully operational we continue our efforts on that front. We hope that 2011 will allow us to open that program to our citizens. Our passport design has been finished in this last year and we will be issuing passports to our citizens who request them by the end of 2011. Our Timucua Postal Service will continue its great providing of postal service in the Republic and will introduce new stamps in the coming year to commemorate the 150th  Anniversary of the American Civil War and our alliance with the Confederate States as we fought valiantly beside the Confederates in that war to attempt to reestablish our independence. As demanded by our Declaration of Independence, our Constitution, and the timeless traditions and customs of our people, we will steadfastly continue efforts to assist our citizens in their inalienable rights of life, liberty and pursuit of happiness. 

We look forward with hope and prayers to the Great Father above for another successful year of independence as a nation. Thanks goes out to each and every one of you and to all of our citizens for everything that each of you do on a daily basis to make Timucua a nation to be proud of. We continue as a great nation and continue with the spirit of excellence in all of our endeavors. May the Great Father bless each and every one of you and may the Great Father bless Timucua.
